Grandin Road to Close for 2 Weeks

Lebanon, Ohio — Hamilton Township and City of South Lebanon, Warren County, Ohio —
Grandin Road, between the Little Miami Scenic Trail and Striker Road, will be closed to through
traffic beginning Monday, May 9" 2022, for two (2) weeks, weather permitting. The closure is
necessary for Duke Energy Gas to relocate their transmission and distribution mains ahead of
the King Avenue Bridge Replacement Project Improvements. It is anticipated that daytime lane
closures, between the hours of 9:00am to 3:00pm, will follow the 2 week closure for
approximately 4 weeks, in order to complete all gas relocation work along Grandin Road.
Access to the Peter’s Cartridge Factory and to Cartridge Brewing will be maintained at all times,
either from King Avenue or from Grandin Road.

The detour for the closure will utilize King Avenue, Columbia Road, Mason-Morrow-Millgrove
Road, and SR 48.
