The closure is necessary for a large culvert replacement and associated roadway
improvements on Grandin Road as part of the King Avenue Bridge Replacement Project. Access
to the Peter’s Cartridge Factory Apartments and to Cartridge Brewing will be maintained at all
times from King Avenue in Deerfield Township. This project is being constructed by the Eagle
Bridge Company.

The detour for the closure will utilize King Avenue, Columbia Road, Mason-Morrow-Millgrove
Road, and SR 48.
